     What a surprise to receive an invitation for the “Third Order Of Saint 
Dominic Congress”, to be held in Washington, D.C., June 9-12, 2005.   
My excitement to be with our brothers and sisters of the Eastern Prov-
ince must have been catching because eight of our chapter members 
signed up to make the trip.

The play focused on 
the women at the Lord’s Passion. The actresses 
were outstanding as were their voices.  
     With two days under our belts, we were satisfied 
with what we had seen and heard and could hardly 
wait for Saturday and the start of our workshops. 
     On Saturday, June 11, after morning prayer, we 
had Mass. The Celebrant was the very Reverend 
Joseph P. Allen, O.P., former long-time Provincial 
Promoter of the Laity. Homilist par excellence, he 
told us, "to be torches for others, to bring the word to 
our brothers and sisters, to be loyal to your chapter, 
to preach in the marketplace and the places where 
the friars cannot enter. Evangelize those who have 
left the church.

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    I’d thought to clear out my desk and be 
ready to replace my name on this space 
with my successor’s, but your LPC wished me upon 
you for another term.  So here I am again. 
    When we completed the census for Rome re-
cently, I realized that we are a bit confused about 
the difference between ministry and apostolate.  So 
I thought I’d talk to that a little bit in this issue. 
    Ministry comes from the Latin minister,  servant, 
and is used basically in the sense of the building up 
of the community, the Kingdom, the Body of Christ.  
Apostolate comes from apostle which derives from 
the Greek apostolos, messenger or one sent; from 
apostellein, send away, send forth; and in Middle 
English, one who stands for a cause. 
    So, looking again at what was listed as “Major 
Apostolates,” what we do in many of our chapters is 
more ministry than apostolate.  You list the liturgical 
ministries, care of the sick, visits to the home–
bound, working at a soup kitchen, financial and ma-
terial support of charities, and so on.  In those roles, 
we carry the pitcher and the towel, as servants for 
the building up of the Church. 
    We Dominicans have to ask ourselves, to what 
are we called?  To what are we being sent?  The 
answer isn’t hard, is it?  We are called and sent to 
be preachers.  Now, surely some of our ministries 
give us opportunities to preach, and if we take 
those opportunities, ministry and apostolate are 
beautifully integrated, much like our friars whose 
sacramental ministry is integrated naturally with 
preaching.   When we talk about a chapter ministry, 
then, we can talk about support of a charity or par-
ticipation in the liturgical life of the Church as ex-
traordinary ministers.  When we talk about a chap-
ter apostolate, however, we must be able to name 
the preaching, that to which we are sent.  Examples 
of that might be ministry to the homebound with 
sharing of the Word and verbal reflection; or leading 
Communion Services at which we share carefully 
prepared reflections; or some work of evangeliza-
tion in which we are engaged as a chapter or indi-
vidual.  We think and preach a lot “on our feet” as 
opportunities arise, but can we also create those 
opportunities to carry the Good News to a rather 
wrecked world?   Think about it together.

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      Trafficking of Women and Children 
“Let my people go…” Exodus 5:1 

 
    First, thanks to all those people from the chapters who sent their responses to my poll for the chief 
North American Dominican Call to Action issue that their chapters addressed for this past year. Hats off 
to Katie who heard a report one night “about the terrible issue of present day slavery; that there may be 
as many as 900,000 slaves in Niger (not Nigeria). And there are thousands being held (and sold) in the 
USA too, often women from eastern European countries.” Log on to the State Department at http://www.
state.gov/g/tip/ and click on the link for “Human Trafficking.” The Bureau of Public Affairs defines Human 
Trafficking: “Trafficking in persons is modern-day slavery, involving victims who are forced, defrauded or 
coerced into labor or sexual exploitation.”  The State Department’s 2005 Trafficking in Persons Report is 
also accessible at the above website. 
    Slavery goes back a long way. WOMAN, CHILD FOR SALE: The New Slave Trade in the 21st Cen-
tury, by Gilbert King, Chamberlain Bros., N.Y., N.Y., 2004, describes horrendous stories of people who 
have been trafficked. He covers the history of the slave trade back to ancient Egypt. Joseph of the coats 
of many colors was sold by his brothers to the Ishmaelites, who in turn sold him to Potiphar, Gen. 37:28; 
Gen. 39:1. God freed the Hebrew slaves from the Egyptians. Read about that in the Book of Exodus. 
    The causes of trafficking are many: greed, poverty, vulnerability, inadequate education, cheap dispos-
able labor, a high demand, corruption, and attitudes toward women and children. A typical story is of a 
16-year-old girl from the former Soviet Union, who lives in dire poverty and looks for a better life. She is 
deceived about a better paying job elsewhere. Then, when she gets to her destination, she is forced into 
prostitution. In desperation, she jumps out a window. The police don’t help her, but contact the traffickers, 
who then kill her. 
    Sister Jean Schafer, of the Sisters of the Divine Savior Anti-Human Traffick- 
ing Project, recommends that one simple thing you can do to help fight traffick- 
ing is to ask for fair trade coffee when you buy coffee at Starbucks. Many Star- 
bucks cafes will brew a pot of Fair Trade - but only if specifically asked. Fair 
Trade is a viable solution to this crisis, assuring consumers that the coffee 
we drink was purchased under fair condition — children are not under forced 
labor. To become Fair Trade certified, an importer must meet stringent inter-
national criteria; such as paying a minimum price per pound of $1.26. Do a 
Starbucks’ campaign. Log on to the Global Exchange website at www.
globalexchange.org.  Click fair trade. Click coffee campaign. Click Starbucks campaign. 
Global Exchange also has other campaigns you can check out. 
    A favorite website on anti Human Trafficking is from the Sisters of the Divine Savior’s newsletter and 
web resources on human trafficking, http://homepage.mac.com/srjeanschafersds/stoptraffic/index.html. 
You can buy justice cards on trafficking, fair trade, and other justice issues, from the Holy Names Sisters 
at http://www.site-ology.com/snjmjusticecards/, or, phone (415) 239-8602. 
    San Francisco’s SAGE Project (Standing Against Global Exploitation) is an organization that is di-
rected at the demand for the trafficked victims. SAGE is an organization, with U.S. taxpayers© support, 
that first convinced the San Francisco law enforcement authorities to arrest not just the women engaged 
in prostitution, who might be trafficking victims, but to arrest the traffickers, the pimps, the brothel owners, 
and the so-called customers.  And then that organization convinced the authorities that a fine should be 
imposed on the first offense so there would a school, John School, that these men would have to go to. 
This school appears to have very good results with only a two percent recidivism rate. This program has 
now spread in different forms to 15 or 20 U.S. cities.  And, it may spread farther in different countries. 
Find out from your diocesan social justice director if your city has a program like SAGE. If there is none 
yet, see if you can work with your SJ director to take steps to have a similar city organization started. For 
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doctrinal, cultural, and worship, prayer, and Rosary at 
this conference.  It will start at 10:30 a.m. and end af-
ter dinner around 7:00 p.m.   Mass will be at 5:00 p.
m.  You are welcome to all or a portion, as each talk 
and presentation will stand on its own.  It will be a dy-
namic discussion about the truth of the Holy Eucha-
rist, the Real Presence, and a frank and charitable 
discussion of other traditions.

     Two years ago, before the invasion of Iraq began, 
we, Cynthia Ricard (St. Louis) and Barry McQuillan 
(San Diego) sought to raise money for Lay Domini-
cans in Iraq.  We knew money would flow to the fri-
ars and sisters there, but we wondered who was 
thinking of the 500-600 Lay Dominicans?  Cynthia 
and Barry wrote a proposal, approved by the Central 
Province Council, named “ Family Helping Family.”  
    Donations came and have been held in an account 
with the Central Province Mission Office.  But we 
had no contacts yet in Iraq.  Before the invasion, the 

Dominican friars in Mosul had an email account 
through the Iraqi Information Ministry.  By the time 
the invasion started, that system no longer worked.  

     For nearly two years, we have given let-
ters to a variety of Dominicans traveling into 
Iraq, hoping to make a connection and start a 
conversation.  Barry and Cynthia are both 
scientists and have even asked our profes-
sional colleagues in the Middle East to try to 
help us. The US military had destroyed tele-
phone switch boxes, so making phone calls 
from one city to the next was impossible.  At 
one point Barry tried to make contact with 
some Quakers in Baghdad who knew the Do-
minican sisters at the hospital in Baghdad, 
but they did not know any Dominican Laity. 
The currency in Iraq had changed, both in 
value and format, so donations had to be held 
until the monetary system stabilized.  
         In August 2004, the Dominican Order 
held its General Chapter in Cracow Poland.  
There was daily news about the proceedings 
on the Internet.  A French friar from Iraq, Fr. 
Philippe Khoshaba OP was on a committee 

with a Lay Dominican from Poland, Mr. Remigiusz 
Olejnik, and Fr. Mark Padrez from the USA Western 
Province.  Barry emailed the lay Dominican and the 
Iraqi friar, telling them the US had collected money.  
Five more months passed without news until the 
above email arrived. 
    We now exchange emails and digital photographs 
with Anis almost daily.  Anis is the president of the 
Dominican Laity Province of Iraq.  He is in the 
north, near Mosul, where 7 of the 8 chapters are lo-
cated.   
 He writes:

thank you 
      Our correspondence is in both English and Ara-
bic. Cynthia’s neighbor, Fr Andre, the rector of St 
Raymond’s Maronite Cathedral in St Louis, has gra-
ciously helped with translations of our more compli-
cated letters. Together with Jerry Stookey, Anis, and 
fr Philippe, the promoter for Dominican Laity in 
Iraq, we will determine the best mechanism to trans-
fer the Family Helping Family money to the Iraqi 
Lay Dominicans.   
      Our original goal was to collect $5000 and we 
have received over $3000. According to Anis, the 
need is great. There are over 600 lay Dominicans in 
Iraq to whom we would like to send money for their 
various needs and ministries. We are Family Helping 
Family.  
      We welcome our brother and new friend, Anis, 
and our Iraqi family, and may God bless and 
strengthen our continued collaboration to bring 
God’s reign of peace and love to our world.

     The LPC meeting convened at the St. Albert Pri-
ory on Friday afternoon, June 24.  Preceding the 
main meeting was an excellent formation discussion 
led by Marge Lane, OPL, in the absence of our Lay 
Promoter of Formation, Maryanne Thacker.  Marge 
hosted a follow-up meeting for a small group of in-
terested people on Saturday night as well. 
     There were two main tasks for this LPC meeting:  
¨  1] elections of president, treasurer, and dele-

gate to the Dominican Laity InterProvincial 
Council (DLIPC);  

¨ 2] the general review and revision of the Particu-
lar Directory.   

Interspersed with those tasks were a visit from our 
Prior Provincial, fr Roberto Corral; chapter reports 
for the last half of the alphabet by city name; a pres-
entation by John Keenan, OPL, (Boise) about our 
obtaining non-profit incorporation; and the very im-
portant recognition of the St Thomas Aquinas Chap-

ter-in-Formation, 
Santa Paula, as a 
fully constituted 
chapter with voting 
rights and the right 
to hold office in 
the LPC. 
     Elections re-
sulted in the re-
election of Karen 
Woods as Presi-
dent and of Bill 
Rabalais as dele-
gate to the DLIPC; 
the election of Ste-
ven Cain of the 
brand new fully recognized chapter!   
     To review and revise the Particular Directory, the 
LPC Reps were named to committees to which spe-
cific sections were assigned.  As a scene-setter, fr 
George reviewed the history of the present Particu-
lar Directory, noting that the work done in the late 
90s was simplification and ordering of the articles in 
the preceding Particular Directory, but no actual re-
visions had been done.  Karen, in place of fr Mark 
Padrez who was called away and couldn’t be with 
us, explained the role of law and its revision in the 
Dominican tradition as she had experienced it at the 
General Chapter of Providence.  For much of Satur-
day afternoon, the committees went to work, deliver-
ing notes, suggested revisions, and rewrites to the 
Executive Committee who will continue the work 
during the coming year. 
     On Saturday night a convoy made a pilgrimage to 
Dominican sites in the East Bay:  St. Mary Magdalen 
Parish, Dominican School of Philosophy and Theol-
ogy, and St. Dominic’s Church and the Dominican 
cemetery in Benicia.  Some, however,  stayed home 
to meet again to discuss formation.  Some found 
their own entertainment, met with friends, took a 
walk, etc.  A highlight of the evening for those who 
stayed at the Priory was a welcoming wine and 
cheese reception in the friars’ community room. 
     On Sunday morning, bright and early, the LPC 
met in order to evaluate the meeting.  Reactions 
were quite positive  After Morning Prayers and 
Mass, as well as the fortification of brunch, the reps 
departed for home.

DVI is a Dominican project born a few years 
ago. Its aim is to share in the mission and charism 
of the Order of  Preachers with all the branches of 
the Dominican Family. This program has some ele-
ments in common with other International Volunteer 
projects, but some features are specifically Domini-
can.    

This project has four main elements: 
- a sending community (in your own country) 

- a receiving community 
- the volunteer 

- DVI   
     The Dominican Mission is always a communi-
tarian mission, so a sending community is neces-
sary. This community can help the volunteer psy-
chologically and economically, and during the time 
of his/her training for his/her future mission. The 
receiving community is important too. Volunteers 
always work in a group and not individually. DVI 
dedicates full attention to the choice of a suitable 
receiving community according to the volunteer©s 
profile. 
     A volunteer has to be a person that is open, able 
to work with others, and that accepts to learn from 
"the other", who is different (because of culture, 

language, mindset, lifestyle.).  In the Dominican 
style and charism, a DVI volunteer is not a person 
who just serves, but is one who has a contempla-
tive and studying stand in the face of reality. We 
ask people in mission to periodically send us an up-
date about their daily experience as volunteers. 
     DVI is a facilitator with the aim of coordinating 
the Dominican Volunteer movement. It is not a 
lending agency, neither for the volunteer nor for the 
Dominican project in which the volunteer is in-
volved. 
     During the selection process DVI is attentive to: 
- the presence and support of a sending community  
- the presence of a receiving community well ac-
corded to the volunteer©s profile 
- a high motivation  
- funds 
- a good knowledge of the Dominican charism and 
spirituality 
- health, and healthy psychological attitudes for 
service. 
     The Provincial Office has enrollment forms for 
anyone interested.
